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THE DIRECTIONS TO  
HJORDIS’S AND LOIS’S HOMES: 

 
The schedule of visits: 
 
First Visit - Hjordis's Home: 
Here we will take a 'Bromeliad' tour around our yard, which should not take 
over 1 hour. 
 

Then we move to Lois's Home:  
 Here we will take another 'Bromeliad' tour, then have a meeting, then re-
freshments.  Lois and I will both provide refreshments; however, if anyone 
else would like to contribute a dish, please feel free to do so.  
 

At both homes you might find bromeliads for sale, or some free plants. 
 
 

The Directions to Hjordis's home from Gainesville: 
Drive out west on Archer Road/State Road 24 to the city of Archer.  You will see 
a stoplight (the only one in Archer). Continue going west on SR 24 for exact-
ly 4.2 miles on your odometer.  That will take you to our home on the right side 
of the road. 
 
 
However, after you leave Archer, you will pass the dump turn lane (on the left), 
you will cross over the Levy Co. line (watch for sign),  then watch for 2 tow-
ers (the first is large, the 2nd is a cell phone tower much smaller - We live just a 
bit beyond the 2nd tower on the right side of the road.) Also, just before you get 
to our mailbox, on the right side of the road you will see a square, white 'Road 
Adoption Cleanup' sign. Our large silver mailbox is the 2nd box after that 
sign.  
 
 
Turn in the drive at that 2nd mailbox on the right side of SR 24.  It has a fence 
and two double gates, which are always open.  Drive in all the way up the drive 
to our blue home. There is plenty of parking area for cars.

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The Directions to Lois's home from the Owens' home: 
Return toward Gainesville on SR 24.  Drive through Archer (where 
that stoplight is on intersection of 27/45) and continue NE on 24 
to  SW 122 Street. (There is a Chevron station, on left, at intersec-
tion).  Turn right ( south) and drive about 2 miles to a dog-
leg. Then turn right again onto is 121st Avenue, and my place is 
about 1000 ft.  
 
My driveway will be marked with a mailbox, with the num-
ber 12404, and a gate with the letters RDR, which is “Rough Di-
amond Ranch”.   
 
My place has plenty of parking around the more-or-less circular 
drive.  I’ll indicate with landscape timbers.  My gate will be un-
locked for entry, but it needs to be clipped shut.  My dog has been 
known to run off.
